The Planning and Zoning Commission conducted their public hearing on this request during their regular meeting on January 14, 2003. Following the public hearing, the Commission recommended that the Council deny this case.

As you know, when the Commission recommends denial, the Council, should they desire to overturn the recommendation, must do so with at least three-fourths of all the Council’s members.

During the 1/14/03 public hearing, 5 people spoke against the SUP and 1 person spoke in favor of it. The opposing viewpoints included in adequate parking, fire safety, noise, intoxication, the drainage ditch and patron safety, and possible altercations.

Should the Council decide to recommend approval of the SUP, staff recommends that the approval should be contingent on the applicant obtaining all of the necessary permits and licenses from the State of Texas.
