Mayor Pro Tem Hill opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.

*CONSENT AGENDA

The following consent agenda items were approved by a motion from Council member Maruska and a second by Council member Gonzales.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

*MINUTES – Approve minutes from February 11, 2003 and February 13, 2003 meetings.

*FINANCIALS – Concur with financials and payment of January bills.

APRIL AS FAIR HOUSING MONTH - PROCLAMATION
City Manager Frank Salvato read a proclamation proclaiming “April as Fair Housing Month” and urging all citizens to become aware of and support the Fair Housing Law.

PUBLIC HEARING – CLEMONS SPECIFIC USE PERMIT – MANUFACTURED HOME - 312 EAST PECAN STREET - ORDINANCE NO. 2003-12

Community Development Director Bob van Til presented the specific use permit application submitted by Willie Clemons for placement of a manufactured home at 312 East Pecan Street.  Mr. Van Til stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission recommended approval of the application and that Mr. Clemons has obtained a variance from the Zoning Board of Adjustment to allow for a rear set back variance.  The proposed manufactured home will extend into the rear setback approximately five feet.

Mayor Pro Tem Hill opened the public hearing for citizen comments.  Mr. Clemons said he would like approval as quickly as possible.  Council member Gonzales asked if the 200 foot radius notices were mailed and if staff has verified the age and condition of the home.  Mr. Van Til stated that the notices were mailed and staff would take a look at the house and take pictures when they make application for building permit. 

Mayor Pro Tem Hill closed the public hearing.  City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2003-12. 

AN ORDINANCE ALLOWING A SPECIFIC USE PERMIT FOR A MANUFACTURED HOME ON PROPERTY DESCRIBED AS CITY OF TAYLOR ADDITION, BLOCK 90, LOT 6 (W/PT), APPROXIMATELY 0.06 ACRES, 312 EAST PECAN STREET; AND PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE

MUNICIPAL AIRPORT’S STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION (SWP3) AND SPILL PREVENTION PLAN – BAER ENGINEERING CONTRACT

Community Development Director Bob van Til stated that the US EPA, through the Texas Commission of Environmental Quality (TCEQ) requires that the City comply with the provisions of the Clean Water Act.  Specifically, the City must conform to the provisions of the National/Texas Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (N/TPDES) process.  This means that the City must prepare a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan and a Spill Prevention Plan for Taylor Municipal Airport.  On January 28, 2003, the City Council approved Resolution No. R03-2 committing to 10 percent of the total cost of the needed plans.  The estimated cost of the plans is $8,053.  Ninety percent of the plan can be paid for from the City’s entitlement funds.

Council member Maruska made a motion to authorize the City Manager to enter into a professional services contract with Baer Engineering for the preparation of the SWP3 and Spill Prevention Plan for the Taylor Municipal Airport as presented.  Second by Council member Mikeska.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

WAIVE PERMIT FEES FOR NEW COUNTY COURTHOUSE AT SIXTH AND VANCE

Mr. Van Til said that on January 28, 2003 the Council approved the waiver of the building, mechanical, electrical, gas, and plumbing fees in the amount of $1,950. for the construction of a new courthouse on Sixth and Vance.  This request includes tap fees, impact fees, site plan and building plan review fees, reinspection fees, engineering inspection fees, and sign permit fees.  This is an estimated $8,980.  The total impact on the budget is approximately $10,930.

Council member Maruska made a motion to waive the $10,930 as presented plus the engineering inspection fee based on three percent of the value of the public improvements.  Second by Council member Mikeska.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

PEDDLER’S ORDINANCE – INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2003-5

City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2003-5.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, PROVIDING REGULATIONS FOR PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS; PROVIDING A REPEALING CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING A PENALTY OF FINE NOT TO EXCEED THE SUM OF FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($500.00) FOR EACH OFFENSE, EXCEPT WHERE A DIFFERENT PENALTY HAS BEEN ESTABLISHED BY STATE LAW FOR SUCH OFFENSE, OR FOR ANY VIOLATION OF ANY PROVISION WHICH GOVERNS PUBLIC HEALTH OR SANITATION WHICH SHALL BE PUNISHED BY PENALTY OF FINE NOT TO EXCEED THE SUM OF TWO THOUSAND DOLLARS ($2,000.00) FOR EACH OFFENSE

HILL LANE NAME CHANGE – INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2003-13

Mayor Pro Tem Hill recused himself from discussion of this item and left the room.  City Manager Frank Salvato presented developer Todd Routh’s request to change a street name indicated on a plat as “Hill Lane” to “Don Hill Lane.” According to Mr. Routh, it was his intention that this street be named “Don Hill Lane,” however, it was inadvertently recorded on the plat as “Hill Lane.”

City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2003-13.

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE CHANGE OF A STREET NAME WITHIN THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS; PROVIDING A REPEALING CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE

Mayor Pro Tem Hill rejoined the meeting.

2003 STREET MAINTENANCE PROGRAM

Public Works Director Casey Sledge presented the list of street candidates (copy attached) for the 2003 Street Maintenance program.  The strategy is to focus on streets that still have structural integrity but are in high need of preventive maintenance.  Mr. Sledge stated that staff has tried to include streets with the highest potential to be restored in a cost-effective manner while attempting to spread the work across all areas of the city.

Council member Maruska asked if staff would look at streets in Murphy Park and possibly remove the speed bumps.  Mayor Pro Tem Hill asked Mr. Sledge to also look at the cemetery streets.

A motion was made by Council member Maruska and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Hill to accept the proposal as presented.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.
