Authorization of design contract for final design of Mustang Creek Wastewater Interceptor




	DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:


The Wastewater Interceptor project includes replacing the main wastewater line along Mustang Creek from the Wastewater Treatment Plant to the intersection of Welch Street and Sloan Street.  The current lines of 24”, 21”, and 12” clay pipes will be replaced by 42”, 36”, and 30” fiberglass reinforced polymer pipe.  The new lines will help reduce significant sewage overflows and allow for growth in the system.  The line will be designed in accordance with the City’s Utility Masterplan.
Hejl, Lee, & Associates has already completed a portion of the preliminary design for this project.  The Utility Masterplan and other new information have led to new and different alignments and pipe sizing.  This contract is to complete the preliminary design and final design to prepare the entire project for bidding.

If this work is not completed, the City will continue to experience significant sewage overflows and growth will be limited.

FINANCIAL/BUDGET:

The cost to complete the design is $235,380.  The 2003 C.O. Bond budgeted $220,000 for this project and there is $15,380 remaining from HLA’s original $118,000 design contract.  $220,000 + $15,380 = $235,380.


	Recommendation: 

Authorize Phase A and Phase B of the Mustang Creek Wastewater Interceptor design contract to Hejl, Lee, and Associates in the amount of $235,380.
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
