Williamson County Children’s Advocacy Center Request for Funds 


	DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:


At the Council meeting on April 22, a presentation was made by representatives of the Williamson County Children’s Advocacy Center requesting funds for its operations.  The City Council expressed an interest in providing some financial support for the organization but since it was not a budgeted item in the 2002-03 budget, it was referred back to staff for a recommendation on whether or not funds would be available in non-departmental contingencies.  Contingencies are set aside each year for emergencies or these types of requests that come up after the budget is adopted.  Contingencies are also used to fund merit increases and other salary adjustments whose specific amounts by department/division are not known at the time of adoption of the budget. As merit increase or adjustments are made during the year contingency funds that have been appropriated are transferred to the respective line items in the affected divisions.  

In analyzing and projecting the expected draw down of contingencies to the end of the year and taking into consideration the revenue stream in the general fund as it exists now and may reasonably be expected to continue until the end of the current fiscal year, a contribution of $5,000 in the current fiscal year would not be overly burdensome. 

FINANCIAL/BUDGET:

Would not have a material impact on the General Fund. If approved, this action would be reflected in the next budget amendment which will be submitted at the second meeting in May.
