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 Background Information:  The permit / inspection fees that are currently charged by WCCHD            for food establishments, including restaurants and mobile food units were established in 1993.  Penalty fees were adopted in January of 1995.  Daycare fees were adjusted in 1999 to reflect the number of children cared for instead of the number of employees.  Since 1993 there have been no  increases in these fees.  Because the cost of conducting inspections has risen due to increases in salaries and benefits, cost of gas and auto maintenance, and general overhead costs these fees no longer cover our cost of conducting food establishment inspections. 





 Recommendation(s):  We recommend the following revisions in food establishment permit fees, penalty fees, general sanitation fees, and plan review fees, to be effective for 2003 permits.
