Consider Authorizing Building Permits for Five Lots in Rob Roy Estates




	RECOMMENDATION

· Allow building permits for Block F Lots 4, 5, and 6 conditioned upon Staff’s approval of the drainage and grading of those lots.

· Postpone allowing building permits for Block G, Lots 7 and 8 until the public improvements for the second half of Rob Roy Estates are accepted.

DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:
On September 24, 2002, City Council conditionally accepted the public improvements in Rob Roy Estates associated with 

· Block C, Lots 71-88

· Block D, Lots 35-70

· Block E, Lots 17-34

The acceptance was contingent upon Mr. Routh giving the City $20,000 in escrow and completing unfinished public improvements within 30 days (see attached acceptance letter).  Some of the items on the list of unfinished public improvements have not yet been completed. 

Mr. Routh is now requesting that five additional lots be allowed to have building permits:

· Block F, Lots 4, 5 and 6

· Block G, Lots 7 and 8

These lots lie directly west of the detention pond on the north side of Oaklawn Drive.  They were not included in the original acceptance request because 

1) Block G, Lots 7 and 8 did not have pavement in front of them, and 

2) Block F, Lots 4, 5 and 6 were being used as staging areas for the detention pond construction and had equipment and materials stored on them.

The detention pond is substantially complete and the materials and equipment have been removed from Lots 4, 5, and 6.  Lots 7 and 8 still do not have completed pavement in front of them.  An item of concern on all five lots is that the north sides of the lots have not been graded to sheet flow onto the property to the north as per the approved drainage and grading plans.  The lots may need to be filled to drain properly.

In order to allow building permits on these five lots, the public improvements associated with these lots should be accepted.  The lack of completed pavement in front of Block G, Lots 7 and 8 is a major deficiency.  The grading and drainage of Lots 4, 5 and 6, Block F should be addressed prior to issuance of building permits.
