Applicant Ray Gill presented plans for the new courthouse and stated that the size of the building makes it challenging to meet the landscaping and parking requirements of the current B-1 zoning. Community Development Director Bob van Til stated that to expand the B-3 zoning, the development must be contiguous to the exiting B-3 district.  The adjacent property owners of Condra Funeral Home and the laundromat, have joined in the zoning case.

ADMINISTRATIVE ANALYST JOB DESCRIPTION

Community Development Director Bob van Til presented the administrative analyst job description.  This job description was developed in anticipation of David Weber’s transfer into the Department of Community Development from the Finance Department on October 1, 2002.

Council member Maruska made a motion to approve the administrative analyst job description.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Hill.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSON APPOINTMENTS

A motion was made by Council member Mikeska to appoint Don McAlister and Gumisindo Gonzales to fill unexpired positions on the Planning & Zoning Commission.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Hill.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

EDWIN TAYLOR PROMISSORY NOTE

Police Chief Jeff Straub presented a promissory note signed by Edwin Bernard Taylor for the Taylor Police Department to sponsor Mr. Taylor to attend CAPCO Police Academy.  Council member Mikeska made a motion to accept and approve the Promissory Note.  Second by Council member Gonzales.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

WILLIAM COUNTY POLICE FIRING RANGE PROJECT INTER-LOCAL AGREEMENT

Mayor Berger moved to approve the inter-local agreement with Williamson County for participation in the Williamson County Police Firing Range Project and authorize $5,000 or more to the County on or before October 1 annually until the participating entity’s share of costs for cost of the project is paid.  Second by Council member Maruska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

CAPCO ORTHO MAPS

City Engineer Casey Sledge recommended that the City purchase a contour map of the City plus digital aerial photographs, topographic maps, and planimetrics for the aerial photographs from Capital Area Planning Council for $35,000.  These maps will be used to create a Drainage Master Plan that would be used to identify, prioritize and plan drainage projects around the City.

A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Hill and seconded by Council member Gonzales to approve the purchase of the CAPCO Ortho maps for $35,000.  VOTE:  Three voted AYE.  Council member Mikeska and Council member Maruska voted NO.  Motion Passed.

UNIFORM RENTAL SERVICE BIDS

Council member Mikeska made a motion to award the uniform rental service for the Department of Public Works to G&K Services of Buda, Texas at $14,653.60 per year.  Second by Mayor Berger.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

ROB ROY PHASE I ACCEPTANCE

Capital Projects Manager David Simons presented a list of items to be addressed to complete the infrastructure associated with Rob Roy Estates: Block E, Lots 17-34, Block D, Lots 35-70, and Block C, Lots 71-88.  Developer Todd Routh presented the city with a cashier’s check for $20,000.00 to be held in escrow until the infrastructure is completed.  Mr. Routh stated that he expected the work to take approximately thirty (30) days to complete.

Council member Maruska moved to accept Mr. Routh’s $20,000.00 cashier’s check and hold in escrow until the infrastructure is finished and allow building permits to be issued for thirty days.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Hill.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Council member Gonzales voted NO.  Motion Passed.

SOLID WASTE AND RECYCLING SERVICES – REQUEST FOR STATEMENTS OF QUALIFICATIONS

Council member Maruska made a motion to proceed with requesting Statements of Qualifications from waste management firms for contracting collection and disposal services of solid waste for all City residential and commercial customers.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Hill.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

FEE ORDINANCE NO. 2002-28 – INTRODUCE

City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2002-28.

AN ORDINANCE PRESCRIBING CERTAIN RATES FOR UTILITIES AND OTHER SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS AMENDING ALL APPLICABLE ORDINANCES AND OTHER INSTRUMENTS; PROVIDING FOR A SCHEDULE OF FEES; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE.

MUNICIPAL SERVICES BUREAU AGREEMENT

A motion was made by Council member Maruska and seconded by Council member Mikeska to approve an agreement with Municipal Services Bureau to collect delinquent fines for Municipal Court.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

PARADE ORDINANCE DATED MARCH 23, 1954

Council member Mikeska asked that this item be placed on the agenda following an accident with a high school student during an unauthorized parade on homecoming weekend.  Council discussed the need for more regulations on those types of parades.  Mayor Berger moved to have staff work with the Chief of Police, City Manager and School Board to tighten up the ordinance.  Second by Council member Maruska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.
