ORDINANCE NO. 2002-40
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CEMETERY ORDINANCE NO. 2002-20 ADOPTED ON AUGUST 20, 2002 BY ADDING “STANDARD GRAVE” IN SECTION 2.0, “DEFINITIONS”; AND AMENDING SECTION 7.2 “PRICES FOR GRAVE OPENINGS”


WHEREAS, the Taylor City Council passed Cemetery Ordinance No. 2002-20 on August 20, 2002; and


WHEREAS, the City Council desires to amend Ordinance No. 2002-20, to include “Standard Grave” to Section 2.0, “Definitions” and amending Section 7.2 “Prices for Grave Openings”


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, that:

SECTION 1.0
All of the facts recited in the preamble to this Ordinance are hereby found by the City Council to be true and correct and are incorporated by reference herein and expressly made a part hereof, as if copied herein verbatim.

SECTION 2.0
Section 2.0, “Definitions,” of Ordinance No. 2002-20 is amended as follows:

Standard Grave – the standard size of a grave in this ordinance is thirty-six (36) inches wide, ninety-six (96) inches long and sixty (60) inches deep.

SECTION 3.0
Section 7.2 is amended as follows:

The prices to be paid to the city for opening and closing of a standard size grave in the city cemetery shall depend on the time and date on which the services begin and which charges are as follows:

1. Monday through Friday between the hours of 8:00a.m. and 4:00 p.m. 3:30 p.m., three hundred fifty dollars ($350.00).

2. After 4:00 p.m. 3:30 p.m. on weekdays, four hundred dollars ($400.00).

6. The price for any grave opening larger than a standard size grave will be fifty ($50.00) dollars above standard prices.

SECTION 4.0
All other provisions of Ordinance No. 2002-20 of the City of Taylor, Texas, shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 5.0
In accordance with Article VIII, Section 1 of the City Charter, this Ordinance was introduced before the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas, on the 10th day of October, 2002.
