The purpose of this brief memorandum is to inform the City Council and the Airport Board of the airport fueling pricing and revenues.

AVGas

The current AVGas price is $2.00 per gallon. This reflects a 51 cent profit over the purchase price of $1.49 per gallon. The price was adjusted on September 13, 2002

In the month of September, the airport realized $7,738.95 in revenue; $72,554.83 for the cumulative year to date. This reflects 121 percent of the budget.

Jet Fuel

The current Jet A Fuel price is $1.58 per gallon. This reflects a 70 cent profit over the purchase price of $0.88 per gallon. This price was adjusted in January 2002.

In the month of September, the airport realized $409.53 in revenue; $12,180.21 for the cumulative year to date. This reflects 128 percent of the budget.
