The purpose of the memorandum is to inform the City Council of staff’s intension to apply for a grant to evaluate the building’s structure and the collections in the museum, and to also develop a comprehensive “conservation and preservation” plan.

The grant is offered through the Institute of Museum and Library Services Fund and is administered by Heritage Preservation. The grant is called a Conservation Assessment Program (CAP) grant. 

The maximum amount the City could apply for is $7,890 with a $610 match. At this time, staff anticipates that the local match will be divided equally between the Moody and the City.

The deadline for grant submittal is December 1, 2002. Grants are awarded on a first come first serve basis. Staff will work with the local Heritage and Conservation Society and the Moody Museum Advisory Board to prepare and submit the application.
