CITY MANAGER REPORT – October 15, 2002

AIRPORT – JHL Construction continues to progress with the extension and widening of the runway. 

DRAINAGE – The Smith Construction is working on the Avery Drive Drainage improvements. Mr. Routh is revising the construction drawings for the extension of the drainage structure between T.H. Johnson and Crystal Circle. 

ERCOT – AIRPORT ROAD – Staff completed a punch list for the contractor on the improvements to Airport Road.

HILLS OF MUSTANG CREEK SUBDIVISION – Frankie Limmer is having his contractor slurry seal the streets throughout the subdivision.    

HOWARD & NORTH DRIVE – Nothing new to report.

HUNTERS RUN DRAINAGE DITCH – Mr. Routh’s contractor, Smetana Construction, is working on grading of the ditch. David Simons is working on a cost estimate to construct a concrete pilot down the ditch to handle the seep water that continually runs in the ditch. Todd Routh has agreed to work with us to construct the pilot. If funds are needed, I will put this item on the agenda for your consideration.

MAIN STREET MANAGER – The staff and interview committee should begin the process of reviewing the 22 applications in the near future.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Casey and David reviewed and commented on the “documents” submitted by Terra Design. After Ted’s approval, we will forward the comments to Terra Design. 

SCHOOL ZONE IMPROVEMENTS – The contractor is waiting on the additional flashers to come in that the School District wanted to install.

SOLID WASTE RFQ’S – Staff has sent out the request for qualifications to five solid waste collection companies.

SOUTH EDMUND – The contractor is still working on the drainage way through the Mustang Creek Industrial Park.

TAYLOR PUBLIC LIBRARY – I have enclosed a tentative time schedule on the relocation of the Library into City Hall for your information.

WATER TREATMENT PLANT EXPANSION – Staff met with BRA and discussed the purchase and expansion of the water treatment plant. We have exchanged data and BRA is putting some final numbers together. We will bring this to the Council for consideration in the near future.

WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT – We have sent a revised contract to Noack.
