The purpose of this memorandum is to inform the City Council of an upcoming public meeting relating to the Williamson County Public Transit Study.

As part of the planning process, a public meeting is scheduled for the evening of November 11th, 2002 to solicit public input on a draft plan for Williamson County.

A second meeting is scheduled with the City Council on the 14th of November to both inform the Council as well as receive any input they may have on the plan.

The Williamson County Public Transit Plan is being spearheaded by CARTS. It is a collaborative effort between the County, CARTS, TxDOT, and many of the cities in the County. The purpose of the study is to evaluate and determine opportunities for public transportation in Williamson County. The planning process is being coordinated by representatives from all of the agencies and entities listed above. In addition, the coordinating committee selected a consulting company, KFH Group, Inc.

In preparation of the public meeting, staff will prepare one or more press releases, provide information on the web, and purchase an ad in the paper notifying people of the meeting. In addition, staff anticipates that the consultant will provide the City with exhibits to display in the lobby to allow visitors to comment on the proposed plan.

There will be numerous public meetings through out the County during November. The consultant will facilitate all of the public meetings.
