ORDINANCE NO. 2002-39
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2002-1 ADOPTED ON MAY 9, 2002 AS HERETOFORE AMENDED BY DESIGNATING STATE HIGHWAY 79, FARM-TO-MARKET ROAD 397 AND LOOP 427, MORE COMMONLY CALLED CARLOS G. PARKER BOULEVARD AS “THROUGH TRUCK ROUTES” AROUND THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS


WHEREAS, the Taylor City Council passed Ordinance No. 2002-1 creating and establishing a Through Truck Route Ordinance for the City of Taylor, Texas; and


WHEREAS, the City Council desires to amend Ordinance No. 2002-1, to designate State Highway 79, Farm-to-Market Road 397 and Loop 427, more commonly called Carlos G. Parker Boulevard as “through truck routes” around the City of Taylor.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, that:

SECTION 1.0
All of the facts recited in the preamble to this Ordinance are hereby found by the City Council to be true and correct and are incorporated by reference herein and expressly made a part hereof, as if copied herein verbatim.

SECTION 2.0
Section 2, paragraph (a), of Ordinance No. 2002-1 is amended as follows:

a. No person shall intentionally and knowingly operate any vehicle with a rated capacity in excess of twenty-six thousand pounds GVWR (26,000) according to the manufacturer’s classification upon any public street, except State Highway 79, Farm-to-Market Road 397 and Loop 427, more commonly called Carlos G. Parker Boulevard herein designated as the City of Taylor “through truck route.”  Whenever any street designated as a truck route is being repaired or is otherwise temporarily out of use, the City Manager or his/her designee and the Texas Department of Transportation are authorized to designate alternate truck routes for such periods as may be necessary.

SECTION 3.0
All other provisions of Ordinance No. 2002-1 of the City of Taylor, Texas, shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 4.0
In accordance with Article VIII, Section 1 of the City Charter, this Ordinance was introduced before the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas, on the 10th day of October, 2002.
