CITIZENS COMMUNICATION

Marie Herrera, 3310 Crystal Circle, discussed the drainage channel being built behind her house in the easement from T.H. Johnson Drive to north of Crystal Circle.  Ms. Herrera stated that at a council meeting last year (June 14, 2001), the council approved the location of the drainage channel to be extended past her house.  Currently, the channel ends directly behind her house. Ms. Herrera wants the contractor to adhere to the plans approved by council. Mayor Pro Tem Hill opened the public hearing for citizens to express their views on a proposed zoning change submitted by KB Home Lone Star, LP.  David Ballard and Bill Tieman spoke against the proposed development.  Comments were:  We need people; structure growth in the right direction.

Council member Maruska asked that KB Home build the houses on the sixty (60) foot lots on T.H. Johnson Drive with four sides masonry.  A representative from KB Home stated that they would commit to that request.

City Clerk Barbara Belz read the caption to introduce Ordinance No.2002-26.

City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2002-27.

BASLER ELECTRIC REINVESTMENT ZONE #5 – PUBLIC HEARING – INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2002-31

Mayor Pro Tem Hill opened the public hearing on the creation of Reinvestment Zone #5 for Basler Electric.  City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2002-31.

“AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, DESIGNATING A CERTAIN AREA AS REINVESTMENT ZONE NO. FIVE FOR COMMERCIAL/INDUSTRIAL TAX ABATEMENT, ESTABLISHING THE BOUNDARIES THEREOF AND OTHER MATTERS RELATED THERETO”

Mayor Pro Tem Hill closed the public hearing.

PLANNING AND CAPACITY BUILDING FUND APPLICATION – RESOLUTION NO. R02-10

Community Development Director Bob van Til presented Resolution No. R02-10, submission of a Texas Community Development (TCDP) Planning and Capacity Building Fund grant application to update the comprehensive plan.  Council member Maruska made a motion to approve Resolution No. R02-10.  Second by Council member Gonzales.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, AUTHORIZING THE FILING OF A TEXAS COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM APPLICATION TO THE OFFICE OF RURAL COMMUNITY AFFAIRS; AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ACT AS THE CITY'S EXECUTIVE OFFICER AND AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE IN ALL MATTERS PERTAINING TO THE CITY'S PARTICIPATION IN THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM.

RESIDENTIAL FOUNDATIONS REPORT

Community Development Director Bob van Til stated that purpose of this report is to evaluate the effectiveness of the City’s current policies on residential foundations.  The adoption of amendments to the 1997 Standard Building Code have caused residents to complain about the costliness of adhering to a requirement for engineered foundation plans for structures intended for inhabitation.  Concerns have focused on cost of repairing or renovating existing residential foundations and the construction of porches, patios and residential additions.

The City held a public hearing in July to hear first hand what the concerns were in the community.  Several citizens said that builders and homeowners should have more input into recommendations.  Council asked the staff to meet with citizens again and formulate an acceptable recommendation.

AVGAS AND JET-A FUEL AT AIRPORT

Council member Mikeska made a motion to let City staff set the sale price of AVGAS and JET-A fuel at the airport to be competitive with surrounding airports and periodically report to Council.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Hill.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

BREATHING AIR COMPRESSOR BID AWARD

A motion was made by Council member Mikeska and seconded by Council member Maruska to award the bid for breathing air compressor, purification system, storage and containment fill station to Wilson Fire for $24,086.00.  VOTE:  All voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

2001-2002 BUDGET AMENDMENT – INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2002-35

City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2002-35.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2001-34 ADOPTED ON AUGUST 28, 2001, MAKING APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE SUPPORT OF THE CITY FOR FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2001 AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2002; BY AMENDING THE AMOUNT OF APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE GENERAL FUND AS WELL AS OTHER FUNDS THAT PROVIDE FOR THE PAYMENT OF OPERATING EXPENSES AND CAPITAL OUTLAY AND BY CHANGING THE AMOUNT APPROPRIATED FOR VARIOUS DEPARTMENTS OF THE CITY

SCOTT & WHITE HEALTH PLAN AND METROPOLITAN LIFE 

Council member Mikeska made a motion to contract with Scott & White Health Plan to provide the City’s health insurance coverage excluding attachments, riders, exhibits, appendices, and endorcements; and Metropolitan Life for dental coverage for fiscal year 2002-2003.  Second by Council member Maruska.  VOTE: Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.
