CONSENT AGENDA:

1. Minutes from September 12, 2002 meeting. (Barbara)

2. Ordinance No. 2002-27 - Zoning change application submitted by Credit-Line, Inc. dba Taylor Tire Center for property described as J. Winsett Survey, 13,536 square feet of land out of 2.15 acres at 1912 N. Main St. from Local Business (B-1) District to General Business (B-2) District.  (Bob) If approved, this would allow Taylor Tire Center to have outside sale of merchandise.

3. Ordinance No. 2002-18 - Amend zoning ordinance to add liquor stores and bars or taverns to the definitions and zoning table.  (Bob)

4. Ordinance No. 2002-31 - Creation of Reinvestment Zone #5 for Basler Electric. (Frank) If approved, this would give Basler Electric the tax abatement Council approved at an earlier meeting.

5. Ordinance No. 2002-35 – Third amendment to 2001-2002 budget.  (Charles)

REGULAR AGENDA – REVIEW/DISCUSS & CONSIDER/ACTION:

6. Ordinance No. 2002-26 - Zoning change application submitted by KB Home Lone Star, LP for property described as 117.92 acre tract out of W.J. Baker Survey, Abstract 65, north of T. H. Johnson Drive, south of Farm-to-Market Road 397 and west of State Highway 95 from Rural/Agriculture (R/A) District to Residential Planned Development (R-PD) District.  (Bob) If approved, this zoning change allows KB Home to proceed with the final plat and the development of the subdivision. We have included a letter from KB Home that was sent to the Council addressing the agreed changes to the site plan.

7. Charitable solicitations on public rights-of-way – Ordinance No. 98-3, Section 12.  (Frank) As you are aware, many peddlers set up at the corner of Main and Lake Drive. The current City ordinance allows peddlers to set up on park property as long as they obtain a “permit.” I interpreted that “permit” means a peddlers permit. Pop Warner has had a few problems with some of the peddlers when they need the parking for the youth activities. Some of the peddlers now think it is their right to set up at that intersection. Staff is requesting input for the Council. Do you want to amend the ordinance or leave it alone? We did put a fee in the fee ordinance for setting up at this intersection or on any other park property.

8. Wholesale water services agreement with City of Hutto.  (Frank) The City of Hutto signed the wholesale water agreement. Staff has been meeting with Hejl, Lee & Associates on preliminary planning for the water line from Taylor to Hutto. 

9. Scott & White Health Plan Evidence of Coverage – Attachment to Application. (Frank) During the last discussion of the application for health insurance from Scott & White, the application referenced attachments that we did not have. Since your approval, Scott & White brought in this attachment to the contract. We are asking for your approval so we can sign the contract.

10. Public hearing & Introduce Ordinance No. 2002-29 – Amend zoning ordinance to include appointment of three alternates to the Zoning Board of Adjustments.  (Bob) The P&Z has recommended adding alternates to the ZBA because State law requires 4 of the 5 members to approve an item. Sometimes we do not have enough members present to have the meeting. The alternates would help with quorums and voting on items.

11. Public hearing & Introduce Ordinance No. 2002-30 – Amend zoning ordinance to add funeral home or mortuary zoning to Central Business (B-3) District.  (Bob) P&Z has recommended approval of this zoning change.

12. Public hearing & Introduce Ordinance No. 2002-32 – zoning change on City of Taylor Addition, Block 29, Lots 1-10 from Local Business (B-1) District to Central Business (B-3) District.  (Bob) The new office for Justice of the Peace – Precinct 4 is being designed for the property on the southeast corner of 6th and Vance Street. The property will not accommodate all of the required parking and landscaping as it is currently zoned. Rezoning allows “on street” parking that will accommodate the building on the lot. P&Z has recommended approval of this zoning change.

13. Adopt the semi annual impact fee report. (Bob) The Taylor Impact Fee Capital Improvement Advisory Board reviewed the report, as required by State law, and recommended approval by the Council.

14. Administrative analyst’s job description.  (Bob) For the 2002-2003 budget, the Council approved this position in the Community Development Department. It will transfer an employee from the Finance Department to the Community Development Department. Since the job duties changed, Bob is recommending this new job description. 

15. Planning & Zoning Commission - fill two unexpired positions.  (Bob) Jennifer Parsons-Kerr and Michael Harrell resigned from the Commission.  We have enclosed four applicants for the two open positions.

16. Approval of a Promissory Note for the Taylor Police Department to sponsor Edwin Taylor to CAPCO Police Academy.  (Jeff) In the past, the Council has agreed to sponsor the Taylor Police Cadet to the CAPCO Police Academy. The cadet agrees by promissory note to work for the City for a specified period of time after receiving his/her police officer certification.

17. Inter-local agreement with Williamson County for participation in the Williamson County Police Firing Range Project. (Jeff) Williamson County Sheriff’s office is trying to build a regional training facility in Hutto. They are asking for our participation.

18. Storm Drainage Ortho Maps (Casey) CAPCO had a firm produce digital aerial mapping over Taylor. We can purchase copies of the maps, which will offset some of the future cost with a drainage master plan, if you agree with the $31,000 expenditure. Casey advises the maps will help evaluate drainage concerns with current and future developments. Casey has attached a memo with more information.  

19. Award Uniform bids for City employees (Casey) Staff has received bids from uniform companies. A memo is attached for your review.

20. Acceptance of Rob Roy – Phase 1 (Casey) Todd Routh has asked the Council to accept Phase 1 improvements to Rob Roy subdivision. A punch list was developed on Thursday afternoon and is attached for your review. We did receive a utility easement from Rafiq Saya. The detention pond for Rob Roy Subdivision will now drain through a pipe across Mr. Saya’s property to Bull Branch Creek.  

21. Solid waste collection – consider request for proposals (RFP) or request for quotes (RFQ).  (Frank) The current residential and commercial solid waste collection contracts expire January 31, 2003. Staff is recommending Request for Qualifications (RFQ) that will be used to narrow the field of qualified companies. We would then ask for Request for Proposals (RFP) that would allow us to evaluate the service they propose and cost estimates for service. The Council could then select a firm to negotiate a contract. Staff would also like to know how involved the Council wants to be in this process.

22. Introduce Ordinance No. 2002-28 – Fee Ordinance.  (Charles) During the budget process, Council agreed to new fees for services provided by the City. We have drafted an ordinance that establishes the new fees and incorporates existing fees for easy reference.

23. Agreement with Municipal Services Bureau to collect delinquent fines for Municipal Court  (Charles) Municipal Services Bureau attempts to collect outstanding fines. They receive a percentage of the fine collected after the City receives the amount due. Their assistance might help reduce the large backlog of outstanding fines.

24. Ordinance No. 3-23-54 – Parades (Council member Mikeska) Council member Mikeska asked that this item be placed on the agenda for discussion purposes. Chief Straub is reviewing the ordinance and will have points of discussion for your consideration.

CITY MANAGER REPORT – September 20, 2002

AIRPORT – JHL Construction is progressing nicely with the extension and widening of the runway. 

ANNUAL STREET MAINTENANCE – Ramming is working on the final punch list for the seal-coating project.   

DRAINAGE – The Smith Construction is working on the Avery Drive Drainage improvements. Staff contacted Mr. Routh about extending the drainage structure between T.H. Johnson and Crystal Circle. He has agreed to extend the structure as approved by the Council.   

HOUSE FOUNDATION PERMITS – Staff will hold a public meeting Wednesday, September 25th at City Hall to receive input from homeowners and contractors. From this meeting, we hope to formulate recommendations for Council consideration.

GROCERY STORE – Kate Brown advises they are waiting to finalize the next fiscal year’s budget, which begins on November 1, before a decision is made on the store in Taylor.     

HOWARD & NORTH DRIVE – Staff did receive plans for the relocation of the electric poles from Oncor on Howard Street and forwarded them to Southwestern Bell. No plans have been submitted for North Drive. 

JUSTIN LANE – This project is complete. The contractor is working on establishing the grass along the roadway.

MAIN STREET MANAGER – We are taking application through September 30, 2002. Bob has an interview team set up to review and interview applicants.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – We are negotiating with Terra Design Group, Inc. 

SCHOOL ZONE IMPROVEMENTS – The contractor has just about completed the work authorized. As discussed during the budget process, staff asked the Council to consider $25,000 in next year’s CIP for additional work on sidewalks and signals for the school zones. The TISD already approved an additional $25,0000 for next year. Dr. Phelps asked us to get the contractor to price placing the four additional school zone signals at Northside Elementary, Pasemann Elementary and Taylor High School on Mallard. The staff is proceeding with the placement of the signals at this time. They will be paying for them out of their portion of next year’s improvement funds.

SCHROEDER LANE WATERLINE  - Smetana Construction Company is still working on compacting the ditch. The water line is installed. 

SOUTH EDMUND – The contractor is working on the drainage way through the Mustang Creek Industrial Park.  

THROUGH TRUCK ORDINANCE – We are still waiting on TxDOT.

WATER TREATMENT PLANT EXPANSION – We will be meeting with BRA at 1:00 p.m. on Tuesday, September 24, 2002.    

WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENTS – Hutto agreement is on the agenda. We are still working with Noack.
